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Kéesolevasse koitesse on koondatud teave kadibe- ja meenemiin-
tide kohta, mis on ringlusse lastud kas Eesti omariikluse esimesel
perioodil 1918-1940 voi taasiseseisvunud Eestis alates 1992. aasta
rahareformist kuni 2007. aastani (kataloogis on esitatud andmed
seisuga august 2007).

Eesti oma metallraha vermimist hakati ette valmistama 1919. aas-
tal. Esimesed Eesti Vabariigi mindid joudsid kohalike rahaasutuste
kasutusse siiski alles 1922. aasta I6pul. Miindid olid nomineeritud
markades. Metallmarkade viimane seeria vermiti 1926. aastal.

Parast rahareformi asendati mark (ja penn') krooni ja sendiga. Eesti
krooni pangatahtede emiteerimise ainudiguse sai Eesti Pank, kassa-
tahtede ja kéikide muude paberrahade emiteerimine keelati. Oigus
metallraha vermida ja ringlusse lasta jai siiski Riigikassale, miin-
tide kaalu, m6o6du ja koostise maaras valitsus. Kdibemiintide nimi-
vaartuse Ulempiiriks seati 2 krooni.

Esimesed rahareformi jargsed miindid (nimivaartusega 25 senti)
lasti kaibele 1. septembril 1928. Jark-jargult lisandusid veel min-
did nimivaartusega 1, 2, 5, 10, 20 ja 50 senti ning 1 ja 2 krooni.
Kahjuks on meie teadmised 1930. aastatel valmistatud muntidest
monevorra llinklikud, sest osa olulist materjali on Teise maailma-
sOja ajal havinud. Andmed, mille kohta taielik kindlus puudub, on
tahistatud tarniga (*).

Alates Eesti krooni taaskasutuselevotust 1992. aastal on vermitud
jaringlusse lastud kokku 9 erinevat kdibemiinti: 5-, 10- ja 50-sendi-
sed, kaks erinevat 20-sendist, kaks erinevat 1-kroonist ning 5-kroo-
nist mlnti. Neist varasematel aastatel (1992, 1993 ja 1995) kaibele
lastud 1-kroonised on alates 1998. aastast kaibelt korvaldatud.
5-sendine on kill endiselt kdiberahana kasutatav, kuid juurde seda
enam ei vermita. Lisaks on 1992. aastast kuni 2007. aasta augustini
valja antud 16 erinevat vaarismetallist meenemunti.

Algselt plaaniti vermida ka 1- kuni 50-penniseid miinte, kuid kaibele joudsid
vaid 1-, 3-, 5- ja 10-margased mundid.



Foreword
Volume 2 - Coins

Volume 2 gives an overview of the coins in circulation and the
collector coins that were issued either during the first Republic
(1918-1940) or after the monetary reform of 1992 in the newly re-
independent Republic until 2007 (information provided as of
August 2007).

The preparations for minting the first coins of the Republic of
Estonia began in 1919. However, they did not reach local financial
institutions until as late as the end of 1922. The coins were
denominated in marks and the last series of mark coins was minted
in 1926.

Following the monetary reform the mark and the penn' were
replaced with the kroon and the sent. The Bank of Estonia became
the sole issuer of banknotes of Estonian kroons. The issuance of
treasury notes and all other notes was forbidden. The State
Treasury retained the right to mint coins and put them into
circulation, with their weights, diameters and compositions being
established by the government. It was agreed that the highest
value of coins in circulation would be 2 kroons.

The first post-reform coins (with the denomination of 25 sents)
were issued on 1 September 1928. Gradually, other denominations
followed: 1, 2, 5, 10, 20 and 50 sents, as well as 1 and 2 kroons.
Unfortunately, information on coins produced in the 1930s is
somewhat incomplete since some materials were lost during
World War Il. In this catalogue, unconfirmed data has been marked
with an asterisk (*).

Since the re-introduction of the Estonian kroon in 1992, altogether
nine different coins have been minted and issued: 5, 10 and 50 sent
coins, two different 20 sent coins, and two different 1 kroon and
5 kroon coins. Starting from 1998, the earlier series (1992, 1993 and
1995) of 1 kroon coins have been withdrawn from circulation.
Despite the fact that the 5 sent coin is still actively used, the minting
ofthe coin has beenterminated. In additionto the above-mentioned
coins 16 different collector coins have been issued between 1992
and 2007.

The most recent data on the coins and banknotes put into
circulation can be found on the webpage of the Bank of Estonia at
www.bankofestonia.info.

Initially, it was also planned to mint coins with denominations ranging from 1 to
50 penn. Nevertheless, only 1, 3, 5 and 10 mark coins were put into circulation.
